Content: 

Four years after the Ministerial Forum "All against tuberculosis", organized by WHO-Euro and the German Federal Ministry of Health, resulting in the Berlin Declaration on Tuberculosis, this year's scientific symposium aims at reviewing the achievements of tuberculosis control and research according to the commitments stated in the declaration. 

WHO-Euro initiated an evaluation process which will be presented at the symposium. 

Thus, the symposium will combine both review and evaluation of the Berlin Declaration and presentation of the latest epidemiological development of tuberculosis in the WHO-Euro region.
